“I've never joined a mission trip before. | have no idea what to expect.
In fact, | have never even travelled outside of the US!” We recognize
that joining a mission trip can feel a little intimidating! Let us put your
mind at ease, we are committed to help train and equip you for this
experience. You don’t need any special qualifications, other than to
show up and love people. However, in order for you to get the most out
of your experience, the following are some requests we will ask of you.

Training Meetings: There will be around 6 training meetings that we
expect all team members to commit to attend. These are vitally
important to your preparation and the preparation of the team!
